PRE-SHOW OBLIGATIONS
InPulse will arrive at the school approximately one and half (1.5) hours before the show.  During this time, the band will sound check and prepare for the concert.  We ask that our host meet us there at this time to unlock the auditorium, dressing rooms, box office, and to facilitate the pre-show routines.  Here is a list of pre-show responsibilities:

SELLING TICKETS

We generally ask that two (2) ADULTS handle this responsibility.  Ticket Reps will meet Marcus Hanson in the lobby 45 minutes prior to the show.  They will then set up to sell tickets.  If your school has an accessible box office, that is great.  Otherwise, you will need to secure a table for the sellers.  After the show begins, Ticket Reps are asked to remain in the lobby until ten (10) minutes into the show.

SELLING CD’S & MERCHANDISE

This duty requires 2-3 extremely responsible students.  Those who take on this job will be very busy the night of the concert and are asked to show up forty-five (45) mintues before show time and also remain after the show for up to 45 minutes.  InPulse asksk Merchandise Reps to please dress suitably, as you will be seen by everyone who attend sthe show.  Not a fancy dress or suit, but an outfit you would wear on a first date.  The Reps will meet with Marcus Hanson in the lobby and let him know of their arrival and to discuss duties.  

We ask that you provide a long table and chairs for the Merch Reps to use.  The Reps will then sell merchandise pre and post show.  SEELERS MUST NEVER LET THE CASHBOX LEAVE THEIR HANDS.  They are free to watch the show.  After the last number of the evening, they should return to the lobby to continue selling.  After the audience has been greet and everyone has gone home, Marcus Hanson will collect all money and merchandise from the sellers.

*NOTE: In return for their services, each Rep will receive a CD of their choice.

MEET & GREET TABLE

After the show ends, InPulse enjoys meeting their fans and friends.  We ask that you provide a long table and four chairs for this, to be placed just outside the auditorium. In most cases, the table used for ticket sales can be used after the show.
