INPULSE performs in over 200 schools each year making them some of the most active educational artists today.  But WHY is their program so successful?  Whether in the classroom or assembly setting, INPULSE thinks differently than other bands.  You might say they are the metaphorical “wolf in sheep’s clothing” but without the bite.  On the outside they project the style of a rock band, while at the group’s core are the training, credentials and intellect of an educator – with 6 years of professional performing experience to back it up. 

To be scientific - INPULSE understands that in order to convey a message to their audience they must first engage their listeners’ attention and earn their respect.  This leaves to door open for the group to make a profound impact.  INPULSE accomplishes these things through a unique concept called “Edu-tainment” – that being, part “Education” and part “Entertainment.” 

They engage the students by performing songs that the students know and love; done with a mind-blowing sound and precision execution. The group gains the respect and trust of the students through the honest portrayal of themselves as four individual characters, from different walks of life, who have worked hard at something they love and come together to create something greater than the sum of its parts.  Each member of INPULSE is so different, and uniquely talented, that each student will naturally gravitate toward one of them, looking to them for knowledge and inspiration.  

Once attention and respect are gained - the “real” fun begins.  INPULSE brings the students inside the world of the a cappella vocal band; breaking down the sound into its individual parts, explaining the methods used to create the vocal lines, and giving them their first lesson in the art of Vocal Percussion.  The band reinforces key classical singing techniques and makes a persuasive appeal for all students to get involved in music (whether it be vocal or instrumental).  Through a fun, hands-on (rather, mouths-on) experience the students leave not only having learned about a cappella, but with the knowledge, tools, and motivation to get started doing it themselves.

It is no wonder that schools who have hosted INPULSE, have also seen increases in general music participation, male choral enrollment, and a renewed sense of excitement from their top music students.
